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THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC AS A CATALYST FOR PRODUCTION
OF RECLUSIVE LONERS IN SOUTH KOREA

Abstract. This study examines reclusive loners in South Korea and how the COVID-19
pandemic has accelerated their emergence. In terms of novelty, this research helps understand social
isolation in the post-pandemic era, highlighting an underexplored phenomenon exacerbated by a
global health crisis. The purpose of the study is to understand the personal experiences of
individuals who became isolated during the pandemic and how various social, psychological, and
environmental factors have intensified their isolation. This study also offers recommendations for
reintegration strategies to support this group. The task of the research is to examine the potential
factors leading to isolation in South Korea, focusing on the pandemic’s influence on technology
use, social stress, and government quarantine policies. A mixed-methods approach was used,
combining qualitative interviews and online surveys to gather the experiences of increasingly
isolated individuals. This approach provided in-depth insights into their changing relationships with
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technology, society, and their own well-being. The results show that the COVID-19 pandemic
significantly accelerated over-reliance on technology, leading to difficulties in stepping out of
comfort zones and balancing work-life dynamics. Excessive family expectations and social
pressures intensified feelings of failure, while government quarantine policies further isolated
individuals. Based on these findings, the authors recommend establishing therapeutic tourism
centers, introducing an "experimental education model," and creating personalized sustainable
development plans.
